of the most popular uses for social media is sharing
VIDEOS TO SOCIAL photos and videos you’ve taken. Rather than having to
MEDIA SITES carry around a physical photo album or DVDs you’ve
created, you can now just upload them to the internet
and they can be viewed at any time, from anywhere.
You can share your entire photo collection with friends
on Facebook, for example, and they can share theirs

with you.

RECAP In our last social media workshop we set up three
separate social media accounts: one for Facebook,

to these social media services.

This will enable friends and family (and followers, and
the whole world, if we choose) to see our favourite
photos and videos. No need to carry photo albums,
DVDs or videotapes around with you — it will all be
online, accessible from anywhere at any time.

For the workshop you will need some photos and at
least one video stored on the computer you’re using. If
you have some on your phone or digital camera, you can
copy them across to the computer before the workshop,
and we can use them for the various activities during
the session.
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SUBJECT UPLOADING TO FACEBOOK

OVERVIEW If you have a Facebook account, you'll find it very easy
to attach digital photos to a post. If you don’t have
a Facebook account yet, we'd suggest attending our
Introduction to Social Media Part 1 and 2 workshops,
or your presenter can walk you through the process of
creating one.

You can upload both photos and videos to Facebook. It
works on the same model as other Facebook posts —
you create a post, and then attach an image.

You can go even further, and upload an entire photo
album. Photos can be Tagged, which means that you
can make notes on who is in each photo, where they
were taken and when. If you tag a photo, each person
who is tagged will get a special notice that you’ve
uploaded a photo of them.

UPLOADING Posting a single picture in Facebook is pretty easy.

It can be a simple description of the photo (I really
loved the Forbidden City), a comment, or whatever you
choose. You can even leave it blank if you want. Don’t
click Post just yet.

Click on Add
photos/videos.

In Windows, the File Explorer window will display.

If you downloaded your photos from a digital camera,
they’re most likely stored in the Pictures library. On
the left, under This PC, you’ll see a link to Pictures.

This will show all the photos and folders in your
Pictures directory.

When you find the picture you want to post, you can
either double-click on it or click on it once to select it,
then click Open.

You'll be taken back to the Facebook main page, and
your image will begin to upload. Facebook has to copy
(upload) the photo from your computer, so depending
on the speed of your internet connection and the size
of the photo, it can take a few seconds to complete
the photo. While this is happening a small animated
bar appears below the box to show you it’s working.

The Create post panel will reappear and you can see
a thumbnail for your video. Click Post. The video won’t
appear instantly in your Feed, even after the upload is
complete. Facebook first has to convert the video to
something that can be played over the internet. That
might take a few minutes. You'll see a little pop up in
the bottom left of the page when the video is ready.

So you’ve uploaded a single photo with a post, but
Facebook allows you to upload a group of photos at
the same time, so they all appear together as a single
post on your Feed. It’s a quick and easy way to share
photos you might want kept together, such as from a
day out, or a family birthday.

Click on the What’s on your mind? box and follow the
process for adding a single photo. Click on the photo
icon, and then click on Add photos/videos in the middle
of the panel.

The File Explorer will immediately appear. You can
add photos one by one, but it’s much quicker to use
a special technique called multi-select. This lets you
select more than one file. There are several ways of
doing this:

@ You can hold down the Ctrl button on your
keyboard while you (single) left-click on the
photos you want include in your album. Each one
will be highlighted as you do.

@ You can draw a box around the items you want
to select. Left-click on an area of blank space
in the window, and hold down the left mouse
button when you do. Now move your mouse, and
you'll see it draws a box. Make this box cover all
the items you want to include in the album, then
release the left mouse button.

@ If you hold down Ctrl on your keyboard and
press a, every file in the current directory will be
selected (this is known as Select All).

When you have selected the photos you want to
include in the post, click on Open. Don’t worry if you
didn’t grab every one; you can add more photos to the
post later.

The photos will appear in the Create post panel as a
preview collage. You'll see the first five or so photos
here, and on the last photos, you’ll see a number
showing how many more photos there are in this post.

If Facebook detects that there are people in the
photos, it now takes you to a special page, which
allows you to tag the photos. Tagging enables you to
identify people in photo. You can also click the little
Tag photo icon in the bottom left of each image, to go
to the Photo detail panel.

Anybody you tag will be sent a notification that you've
posted a picture that includes them!

To tag your photos, click on a square around a face (or
anywhere in the photo) and enter a name, it will search
for them in Facebook.

When all the photos have completed uploading,
and you've finished adding details, click on Post
at the bottom of the panel.

In your Feed, and in the Feed of all your Friends, your
post will appear, showing a collage of some or all of
the pictures. To see the full post, click any photo to
open it by itself, and then use the controls that appear
to scroll back and forth through the album.

To add more photos to this post, click the three dots

in the top right of the post, and choose Edit post. Put
your mouse over the top photo in the Edit post panel,
and the Add photos/videos button appears. Click it to
add more photos.
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VIEWING ALL When you post photos to Facebook, they also appear

The Photos view is how you can see all the photos
you’ve uploaded to Facebook, and where you can find
photos that are no longer visible on your Feed.

The Create Album page appears. You can type in

an Album name, then click the Upload Photos or
Videos button. Choose the photos you want using File
Explorer, and they will appear as thumbnails.

When you click Post, the Album will appear in your
Feed, and also it will appear on your Profile page, in
the Photos view. Albums have their own section here.

This makes the album easier for your friends to find
later on, and you can use their Profile page and Photos
view to see their pictures too.

Lots of people love to use Twitter to keep the world
informed about their doings. In addition to the 280
characters you’re allowed, a single tweet can also have
a photo attached.

Commonly it’s a mobile phone photo or a simple digital
camera shot, showing all your followers what you’re
doing or seeing. After all, a picture is worth a thousand
words! Attaching a picture to a tweet is very simple.

Go to www.twitter.com and log in using the username
and password we set up in the Introduction to Social
Media Part 2 workshop.

Click on the What’s Happening box.

When you compose a tweet, you'll see an icon on the
bottom left of the What’s Happening box that looks
like a photo of mountains. Type your tweet (remember,
280 characters or less), then click on the Media icon.

If you find a great website you'd like to share with your
followers, you can post a link to that site in your tweet.
The problem is you only have 280 characters, and many
web addresses are too long.

Twitter has a solution for that, however, and it’s very
simple. It automatically shortens any links that you
type or paste into the box. Even though you still might
be able to see the full link when you post it into the
Compose Tweet window, it won’t count as that many
characters towards your 280 limit.

Type in your tweet, and also type or paste in the website
address you want to share.

When it appears in your feed (or in that
of your followers), the link may look different or Twitter
might even replace it entirely with a description of the
page and a picture. Clicking the shortened link or the
picture will take you to the page you originally linked to.

You can post videos using Facebook, and it’s great for

OVERVIEW sharing them with friends and family. It’s not a great
forum for sharing them with the world, however. For
that, YouTube is a much better option.

YouTube lets you create channels, which are collections
of videos from a specific person (in this case, you).

YouTube also supports much higher quality video than
Facebook. If you're a true video buff, you’ll appreciate
the quality of videos you can upload to it.

YouTube videos are by default public — that is,
anyone in the world can see them. You can also make
them private, however, so that just people you give
permission to can view the videos you’ve posted.

You need a Google account to upload videos to YouTube.
If you attended either our previous Introduction to
Social Media workshops or our Introduction to Email
workshops, you should already have one of those set

up.
CREATING Go to www.youtube.com
A YOUTUBE Sign in with your Google account username and
CHANNEL password (if you have a Gmail account, that’s also a
Google account). If you've recently used Gmail or other
% Google services, you may be already logged in, and

your name will appear on the top right of the page. If
not, click on the Sign In button then enter your Google
username and password.

Now click on Create, which looks like a video camera
icon with a plus inside it to the right of the Search bar
at the top of the window. Then from the drop-down
menu that appears, click Upload video.

You will be asked to give yourself a username, which
will also be the name of your YouTube channel. This
can be your nickname (if it’s not already taken by
another YouTube user), a pseudonym or even a topic
name. For example, if your plan is to upload a series of
knitting tutorials, you might give yourself the username
KnittingExpert.

YouTube gives you two options for uploading videos.
You can use video files that are stored on your
computer, or you can record directly from a web
camera attached to your computer.

We’re going to do the former today, but if you have a
webcam on your computer, when you click the Create
button, you can choose Go live from the drop-down
menu, and get started with streaming video across the
web to friends (and strangers!).

For now, we're going to upload from the computer.
Click on Select Files.

Once again, the File Explorer will appear. Find the
video file you want to upload, and double-click it or
click to select it and then click Open. YouTube will
upload the video and then start getting it ready. Notice
at the top of the panel, it says that until you set the
video to public, it is Saved as private. At the bottom

of the panel, you can see the upload progress, and
YouTube will also report if it finds any technical issues

with the file.

UPLOADING While you wait, you can add some details to the video:

AVIDEO TO ® First, click on the Title box and give the video a
YOUTUBE catchy name (by default, YouTube uses the file
name)

% (® It’s up to you if you want to add a Description. It

can be something quite simple, like “Paris trip
video” or a paragraph or two. The more detail you
add, the more likely your video will appear when
people search YouTube.

@ If you scroll down the panel, you’ll see the
Audience section for your video, where you need
to confirm that No, it’s not made for kids. Once
that’s taken care of, you can click Show More to
see options for tags, subtitles, and more.

After you've filled in the required Details, just keep
clicking the Next button until you see the Visibility
page. This is where you choose to make your video
public, or keep it private.

If it’s public, anybody in the world can see the video
by going to your channel, and it might turn up in their
video searches.

If it’s unlisted, anybody with a direct web link to the
video can see it, but it won’t be visible in your channel
and it won’t turn up in searches. In other words, only
people who know the ‘secret’ web address will be able
to watch it.

If it’s private, only people you choose can view the
video at all. They need to have a Google/YouTube
account, and you need to enter their email addresses
or YouTube usernames into the field provided.

If you click Private, a blue Share Privately link
appears. Click the link to open a panel with options
and instructions for sharing your video.

For now we’ll just make the video pubilic.

When the video is completed its upload, and YouTube
has processed it, you’ll see the Publish button. Click it
to make the video go live.

Click the thumbnail of the video you want to edit. This
opens the Video details view, where you can change
the Visibility (public or private), Description, and even
the Title of your video. If you had a private video that
you want to add permissions to, this is how you do it.

Now let’s check out your video on the main YouTube
site! Visit youtube.com and check you are signed in
with your Google account. Then click your profile icon
in the top right and choose Your channel from the drop
down menu.

Your channel page is visible to the public, and it shows
a list of all the videos you’ve uploaded so far. The
Manage Content button will open a page where you
can make changes to any video.

To delete a video altogether, go to studio.youtube.com,
click the Content icon, and find the video in the list.
Hold your mouse over the thumbnail and some icons
will appear. Click the three dots to open a menu of
options, including Delete forever. Watch out - it means
what it says! There’s no way to retrieve a video if you
delete it accidentally.
